The position is also responsible to at-
tend EOEE board meetings on the 3" Monday of each month to inform the EOEE board of
Chrysalis activities.

The responsibilities listed are a brief description and also include attending mandatory monthly
board meetings held on the 3™ Monday evening of each month in North Canton.
